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DAY BY DAY ACTIVITIES 
 
Sep 02nd: Late arrival to Cusco and because of the time we had to go straight to Ollantaytambo with areally 
short stop at Piuray Lake. Night at our Ollantaytambo Hotel. 
 
Sep 03rd: Early start to the Abra Malaga pass for our birding day to the west slope (polylepis forest) where 
we spend d the all morning looking for the main target of this type of habitat  and were we saw most of 
them including brief views of the Royal Cinclodes. In the afternoon we birded it down the road slowly. 
Night at our Ollantaytambo Hotel Hotel.  
 
Sep 04th: Ollantaytambo to Machu-Picchu; after arrival to the Aguas Caliente train station we went up to 
the ruins were our local guide Vilma was waiting for us and we did the two hours tour of the Inca ruins and 
after the tour we had lunch in the Sanctuary Hotel restaurant just outside of the ruins and after lunch we 
went to look for the Inca Wren just a little bit down the road before taking our bus to go for the short 
afternoon birding around Puente Ruinas and along the Urubamba River, and after birding (late afternoon) 
we took our train back to Cusco via Poroy station. Night at the Casa Andina Plaza Hotel. 
 
Sep 05th: Early start from Cusco over the eastern range of the Andes via Huancarani (highest point 3800 
meters), with several birding stops along the way staring with Huacarpay lakes and before Huancarani for 
the Chestnut-breasted Mountain-Finch and farther on where we found the Slender-billed Miner and then 
we continue to Wayqecha Biological Station birding slowly our way down. Night at Wayqecha Biological 
Station. 
 
Sep 06th: Wayqecha to Cock of the Rock Lodge; birding up the road for few hours first and then we 
continued down the road birding all the way down with stop at the Lyre-tailed Nightjar were we had great 
views at its usual spot above the Lodge. Night at Cock of the Rock Lodge. 
 
Sep 07th: Cock of the Rock Lodge to Rocotal in the morning and in the afternoon after lunch we went to the 
Andean Cock of the Rock lek where we had great views and very good photos. Night at Cock of the Rock 
Lodge. 
 
Sep 08th: Cock of the Rock Lodge to Amazonia Lodge with a short birding at the Lodge before departure, 
and after that we birded it all the way down. It was too sunny day and it was quiet with poor activity the 
rest of the day. Night at Amazonia Lodge.  
 
Sep 09th: Full day at Amazonia Lodge; morning and afternoon we birdedall the trail system of the flood 
plain forest. Night at Amazonia Lodge.  
 
Sep 10th: Boat ride along the Madre de Dios River from Amazonia Lodge to Manu Wildlife Center with some 
birding in the morning before departure and we stopped at Boca Manu town on our way down to the 
Lodge. Night at Manu Wildlife Center.  
 
Sep 11th: Full day at MWC ς am ς to the Blanquillo macaw clay lick spending the all morning and in the 
afternoon we birded around the GRID trail system. Night at Manu Wildlife Center. 
 
Sep 12th: Full day at MWC: In the morning we visit the Cocha Camungo ox-bow lakes starting with the 
canopy platform and in the afternoon we went to the collpa trail. Night at MWC   
 
 
Sep 13th: Full day at MWC: In the morning we visit the Cocha Blanco and Antthrush trail on our way back 
to the Lodge; and in the afternoon we went to the Riverside trail. Night at Manu Wildlife Center.  
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Sep 14th: Full day at MWC. In the morning we went to the Antthrush trail and in the afternoon Creekside 
and collpa trail. Night at Manu Wildlife Center. 
 
Sep 15th: Full day at MWC. We spend all day birding the collpa trail and we had lunch at the Tapir clay lick 
were we had great views of Rose-fronted, Rocked and Cobalt-winged Parakeets and Dusky-billed Parrotlet 
and after lunch we went back to the Lodge birding slowly our way back. Night at Manu Wildlife Center. 
 
Sep 16th: Boat ride from Manu Wildlife Center to Puerto Maldonado via Boca Colorado (gold mining town) 
where we took cars to go to Puerto Carlos and then we took a short boat ride to cross the Inambari River 
and from the other side we took a bus to Puerto Maldonado, with lunch at La Collpa restaurant on the 
highway and a little bit of birding where we saw Sulphury Flycatcher, Neotropical Palmswift nesting and 
then we continued to Pto. Maldonado with one more stop at Km 13 for the Point- tailed Palmcreeper 
where we had great views of two individuals. Night in Puerto Maldonado at Cabaña Quinta Hotel.  
 
Sep 17th: Early birding morning outside of Puerto Maldonado to La Cachuela road first where we got great 
views of White-throated Jacamar and then we went to La Pastora port and after that to the highway up to 
km 7, then back to the Hotel for late breakfast and after breakfast we went to the Airport to take our 
afternoon flght to Lima and connections home.

Great views of this stunning bird; at Cocha Blanco around Manu Wildlife Center and also along the highway 
to Puerto Maldonado in a big swampy area. 
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DUCKS AND GEESE 
Andean Goose - Chloephaga melanoptera 
Very good views at Piuray lakes and at Abra Malaga 
 
(NT) Orinoco Goose - Neochen jubata 
Two of them seen on the river bank by the entrance to the Blanquillo macaw clay lick around Manu Wildlife 
Center. This bird has two main populations ς The Manu River and the Orinoco Delta. The Manu birds migrate 
to Beni in Bolivia when the river rises and are under threat from hunting on their wintering grounds.  
 
Muscovy Duck - Cairina moschata 
Quiet common Duck in the Lowland rainforest; seen in several occasion around Manu Wildlife Center  
 
Torrent Duck - Merganetta armata 
Amazing birds! Seen on our way in and out to Machu-Picchu from the train along the Urubamba River.   
 
Yellow-billed (Speckled) Teal - Anas flavirostris

treated andium (Andean Teal) as a separate species from A. flavirostris. Many Authors, from Meyer de 
Schauensee (1970) to Dickinson (2003), have treated andium as a subspecies of A. flavirostris. Anas andium 
was considered a separate species from Anas flavirostris by Ridgely et al. (2001), and this was followed by 
Hilty (2003). SACC proposal passed to recognize andium as separate species. Jaramillo (2003) further 
suggested that the subspecies oxyptera may also deserve recognition as a separate species from A. 
flavirostris.

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Another common Guan in the Amazonian Lowland rainforest, seen at Amazonia lodge and Manu Wildlife

Good views at Huacarpay lakes. Named for Master Gunner Roland of the French Corvette [Ω¦ǊŀƴƛŜ which 
circumnavigated the globe in 1817-1820.

Neotropic Cormorant - Phalacrocorax brasilianus  
Common in the Amazonian lowlands

Anhinga - Anhinga anhinga  
Seen at Cocha Camungo and Cocha Blanco ox-bow Lake - around Manu Wildlife Center 

 
HERONS AND BITTERNS  
Rufescent Tiger-Heron ς Tigrisoma lineatum 
An immature and an adult seen at Cocha Camungo and one adult more seen at La Pastora port outside of 
Puerto Maldonado.

A immature seen at Huacarpay lakes 
 
Striated Heron - Butorides striatus 
Seen at Cocha Blanco Ox-bow lakes around Manu Wildlife Center

Common 
 
Turkey Vulture - Cathartes aura  
Common; Jaramillo (2003) suggested that the resident tropical subspecies ruficollis and the southern 
subspecies group (jota and "falklandica") might merit recognition as separate species from the northern 
Cathartes aura group.  
 
Greater Yellow-headed Vulture - Cathartes melambrotus  
Common in the Manu lowlands  
 
King Vulture - Sarcoramphus papa  
Seen two different days in the Lowland rainforest around Manu Wildlife Center 
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Andean Condor ς Vultur gryphus 
Wonderful views of three of them at Abra Malaga

White-tailed Kite - Elanus leucurus 
A recent colonizer to Peru, one seen along the Trans-Oceanic high-way near Puerto Maldonado on our way 
to Puerto Maldonado

Seen in two different days around Manu Wildlife Center 
 
Ornate Hawk-Eagle - Spizaetus ornatus 
One seen soaring up in the sky from the Lodge at Manu Wildlife Center

Very nice view at Cocha Blanco ox-bow lakes  
 
Slender-billed Kite - Heliolestes hamatus 
One seen at Cocha Blanco ox-bow lakes 
 
Plumbeous Kite - Ictinia plumbea 
Common in the Manu Lowlands 
 
Cinereous Harrier - Circus cinereus 
Seen at Huacarpay lakes 
 
Great Black Hawk - Buteogallus urbitinga 
Seen in three different occasion around Manu Wildlife Center 
 
Roadside Hawk ς Rupornis magnirostris 
Common 
 
Variable Hawk - Geranoaetus polyosoma 
Seen at Abra Malaga and on the Manu road  
 
Black-chested Buzzard-Eagle - Geranoaetus melanoleucus 
Also seen on Higher Mountain of the Manu road 
 
White Hawk - Pseudaster albicollis 
One seen around Manu Wildlife Center  
 
Gray-lined Hawk ς Buteo nitidus 
Great views of one individual at La Pastora port outside of Puerto Maldonado

Limpkin - Aramus guarauna  
Seen at Cocha Blanco Ox-bow Lake and also by the fish farm at La Cachuela road

Pale-winged Trumpeter - Psophia leucoptera 
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Amazing views of one individual at the Tapir clay lick and a group walking at the beginning of the collpa trail 
around Manu Wildlife Center

RAILS & CRAKES  
Gray-necked Wood-Rail - Aramides cajanea 
Very common at Amazonia Lodge  
 
Black-banded Crake ς Anurolimnas fasciatus*  
 
Rufous-sided Crake - Laterallus melanophaius 
Very nice views of two individuals at Cocha Camungo around Manu Wildlife Center 
 
Plumbeous Rail - Pardirallus sanguinolentus  
Quiet common at Huacarpay lakes 
  
Common Gallinule - Gallinula galeata 
Common at Huacarpay lakes. Note that the New World form has been split from the Common Moorhen of 
Eurasia. Common Gallinule of Western Hemisphere is split from Common Moorhen on the basis of 
morphological, genetic, and vocal differences (Groenenberg et al 2008) 
 
Purple Gallinule - Porphyrio martinicus 
Fairly common at Cocha Blanco ox-bow lake  
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Azure Gallinule - Porphyrio flavirostris 
One seen at Cocha Blanco 
 
Andean (Slate-colored) Coot - Fulica ardesiaca 
Common at Piuray and Huacarpay lakes; Called "Andean Coot" in Fjeldså & Krabbe (1990), Taylor (1996), and 
Ridgely et al. (2001) but other authors use Slate-colored 

 
SUNGREBE 
Sungrebe - Heliornis fulica 
Great views at the small lagoon at Amazonia Lodge, Cocha Camungo and at Cocha Blanco ox-bow lakes 
around Manu Wildlife Center 

 
SUNBITTERNS 
Sunbittern - Eurypyga helias 
Two of them seen along the Madre de Dios River on our way back to Manu Wildlife Center 
 
PLOVERS 
Collared-Plover ς Charadrius collaris 
Seen in three separate days along the Madre de Dios River around Manu Wildlife Center 
 
Pied Plover ς Hoploxypterus (Vanellus) cayanus  
Great views along the Madre de Dios River ς a cracker! Called Pied Lapwing (it is clearly not a vanellus!) and 
formerly in that genus.  
 
Southern Lapwing ς Vanellus chilensis 
A few of them seen along the trans-oceanic highway on our way to Pto. Maldonado 
 
Andean Lapwing - Vanellus resplendens 
A common Lapwing in the Andes; seen at Piuray lake, Abra Malaga and on the Manu road.

Common along the Rivers in the Lowland rainforest

A few seen at Piuray Lake 
 
Pectoral Sandpiper - Calidris melanotos 
A small group seen on the River bank along the Madre de Dios River

10+ seen on the Madre de Dios River bank

A few individuals seen at Huacarpay Lake

Wattled Jacana - Jacana jacana  
Common on the Oxbow Lakes in Manu, especially at Cocha Blanco

Andean Gull - Chroicocephalus serranus  
Good views at Piuray and Huacarpay lakes 
 
Large-billed Tern - Phaetusa simplex  
Quiet common in the Manu lowland  
 
Yellow-billed Tern - Sternula superciliaris  
Also common in the lowland rainforest

Black Skimmer - Rynchops niger 
Quiet common in the Manu lowland

Feral Pigeon ς Columba livia

Spot-winged Pigeon - Patagioenas maculosa  
Seen near Huancarani on the Manu road on our way to Cock of the Rock Lodge

Common in the Lowlands  
 
Plumbeous Pigeon - Patagioenas plumbea  
Common in the foothills and lowlands  
 
Eared Dove - Zenaida auriculata  
Common in the arid montane forest along the Manu road 
 
White-tipped Dove - Leptotila verreauxi decipiens 
Seen around Machu-Picchu   
 
Gray-fronted Dove - Leptotila rufaxilla 
Quiet common in the Lowland seen at Amazonia Lodge  
 
Ruddy Quail-Dove - Geotrygon montana 
A female one seen in the middle of the trail to Cocha Blanco  
 
Ruddy Ground-Dove - Columbina talpacoti 
Seen along the Trans-oceanic high way outside of Puerto Maldonado

Hoatzin - Opisthocomus hoazin  
Noisy and clumsy! Always a pleasure to watch, seen at Amazonia Lodge and at Cocha Camungo and Cocha 
Blanco ox-bow lakes  
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CUCKOOS  
Little Cuckoo ς Coccycua minuta 
Great views at Amazonia Lodge, Cocha Camungo and Cocha Blanco ox-bow Lake 
 
Squirrel Cuckoo - Piaya cayana  
One seen bellow Cock of the Rock Lodge  
 
Black-bellied Cuckoo - Piaya melanogaster 
Seen twice around Manu Wildlife Center 
 
Greater Ani - Crotophaga major 
Seen at Cocha Camungo and Cocha Blanco ox-bow lakes 
 
Smooth-billed Ani - Crotophaga ani  
Common in the open secondary forest in the Lowland rainforest 

 
BARN OWLS  
Barn Owl ς Tyto alba 
Somehow we chased one from the edge of the forest along the Trans-oceanic highway on our way to Puerto 
Maldonado

Tawny-bellied Screech-Owl - Megascops watsonii 
Wonderful views of two individuals just around the garden of Amazonia Lodge  
 
Yungas Pygmy-Owl ς Glaucidium bolivianum* 
 
Burrowing Owl - Athene cunicularia 
One seen at Piuray Lake and another one seen bellow Acjanaco and also outside of Puerto Maldonado 

 
POTOOS 
Great Potoo - Nyctibius griseus 
One seen roosting along the road on the way to Atalaya where we took the boat to Manu Wildlife Center 
 
Long-tailed Potoo - Nyctibius aethereus 
One seen roosting at Amazonia Lodge  
 
Common Potoo - Nyctibius griseus* 
 
Andean Potoo ς Nyctivius maculosus 
Very nice views of one rusting bellow Rocotal   
 

NIGHTHAWKS & NIGHTJARS  
Sand-colored Nighthawk - Chordeiles rupestris  
Great looks on the Madre de Dios River where we stop for great views and pictures; Roosts on sandbars and 
dead logs in the river.  
 
Pauraque - Nyctidromus albicollis 
One seen in the little patch of bamboo along the Riverside trail at Manu Wildlife Center 
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Swallow-tailed Nightjar - Uropsalis segmentata 
Very nice views at Wayqecha Biological Station 

 
Lyre-tailed Nightjar ς Uropsalis lyra 
Nice male seen at its usual spot bellow the look out on our way down to Cock of the Rock Lodge, up the road 
from Cock of the Rock Lodge.

Chestnut-collared Swift - Streptoprocne rutilus 
Seen in the cloud forest and quiet common at Cock of the Rock Lodge  
 
White-collared Swift - Streptoprocne zonaris

Seen at Machu-Picchu 
 
(Neotropical) Fork-tailed Palm Swift ς Tachornis squamata  
Quiet common in the Lowlands, one individual seen nesting at La Collpa restaurant on the highway on our 
way to Puerto Maldonado

Common at Amazonia Lodge 
 
Rufous-breasted Hermit - Glaucis hirsuta 
Seen twice around Manu Wildlife Center
